Create a profile with Education Planner BC and submit your application and $75.00 application fee.

Our Admissions Department will email you an acknowledgement of application receipt. This email will
include your JIBC student number.

Gather all of your supporting documents (incomplete applications will not be accepted)
You must meet the following entrance requirements for admission to the program:

1. Documentation confirming Canadian Citizen or Permanent Resident status.

2. Proof of high school graduation with a minimum grade of a C in English 12 or equivalent.
Applicants in Grade 12 can submit their interim transcript as part of their application until they
receive their final high school transcript.

3. Applicants must submit any/all previous post-secondary transcripts.

4. Completion of a Criminal Record Check showing no convictions for any violent criminal offense and
no outstanding criminal charges.

5. An essay of 250 words outlining the reasons why the applicant wishes to be a student in the Law
Enforcement Studies Diploma program submitted with the application.

6. Two letters of reference from non-family members. Download the LESD Confidential Letter of
Reference Form and follow the directions on the form.

All supporting documents must be submitted to our Admissions Department. Incomplete applications
will not be accepted.

All applications will be reviewed after the application deadline. Applicants will be notified at their
admissions status within 2 weeks of the application deadline. As applications exceed the number of
seats we are able to offer, the application process is highly competitive. Students will be carefully
selected based on the merits of their completed applications.

Students who are accepted will be required by pay a $500.00 deposit within 2 weeks of receiving their
acceptance letter to secure their seat in the program. More information will follow after the deposit due
date.

Students who are waitlisted will remain on the waitlist until the first day of class. Should a seat become
available, the student will be contacted by email. We not provide waitlist status updates.

Students who are not offered a seat, are welcome to reapply.

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INTERNATIONAL APPLICANTS

The language of instruction at JIBC is English. All international students are required to meet or exceed
the English language requirements for all certificate, diploma, degree and graduate certificate programs
offered at the Institute.

If English is not your first language you must submit one of the following evaluation results:

- TOEFL evaluation showing a score of 220 or greater (if computer-based), 560 or greater (if
paper-based), or 83 or greater (if internet-based)

- IELTS evaluation showing an overall band score of 6.5 with no individual band scoring less than
6.0 (Academic Module).

All international transcripts must be authenticated and evaluated using either of these two services:

- World Education Services (WES) World Education Services
- International Credential Evaluation Service (ICES) International Credential Evaluation Services
