The Justice Institute of British Columbia (hereafter referred to as JIBC), New
Westminster, B.C., Canada and the Chiba Institute of Science, Chiba, Japan
(hereafter referred to as CIS), desiring to enhance international cooperation for
the advancement of research and teaching in the fields of Public Safety and
Risk and Crisis Management, and to promote cultural understanding of their
respective nations, hereby enter into an agreement to achieve the said
objectives by adopting the following principles, which have been established
through mutual consultation:

1. to establish an exchange program for scholars, faculty, and students
between the two institutions;

2. to provide orientation for scholars, teachers, and students visiting the
respective institution for research, study and/or travel;

3. to establish a system for the exchange of information to support research
and teaching at the two institutions;

4. to negotiate financial arrangements for the exchange of scholars, teachers
and students on a case-by-case basis;

5. and to implement the said principles through consultations and mutual
agreement established between the two institutions.

It is understood that any activity developed under these principles will be
detailed through separate agreements or contracts.
